Comprehensive Personal Liability Policy (I1)

Agrees with the Insured, named in the Declarations made a part hereof, in consideration of the payment
of the premium and in reliance upon the statements in the Declarations and subject to the limits of

liability, exclusions, conditions and other terms of this policy

INSURING AGREEMENTS

| . Coverage A — Liability
To indemnity the Insured for all sums which the insured shall become legally obligated to pay as damages
because of bodily injury, sickness or disease, including death at any time resulting therefrom, sustained
by any person, and as damages because of injury to or destruction of property, including the loss of use

thereof .

Coverage B — Medical Payments
To pay all reasonable expenses incurred within one year from the date of accident for necessary medical,
surgical, ambulance, hospital, professional nursing and funeral services, to or for each person who

sustains bodily injury, sickness or disease, caused by accident,

(1)while on the premises with the permission of an insured, or

(2)while elsewhere if such injury, sickness or disease (a) arises out of the premises or a condition in the
ways immediately adjoining, (b) is caused by the activities of insured, (c) is caused by the activities of
or is sustained by a residence employee while engaged in the employment of an insured, or (d) is

caused by an animal owned by or in the care of an insured.

II. Defense, Settlement, Supplementary Payments
As respects the insurance afforded by the other terms of this policy under coverage A the

company shall :

(a)defend any suit against the insured alleging such injury, sickness, disease or destruction and seeking
damages on account thereof, even if such suit is groundless, false or fraudulent ; but the company
may make such investigation, negotiation and settlement of any claim or suit as it deems expedient ;

(b)pay all premiums on bonds to release attachments for an amount not in excess of the applicable limit
of liability of this policy, all premiums on appeal bonds required in any such defended suit, but without
any obligation to apply for or furnish any such bonds ;

(c)pay all expenses incurred by the company, all costs taxed against the insured in any such suit and all
interest accruing after entry of judgment until the company has paid, tendered or deposited in court

such part of such judgment as does not exceed the limit of the company’s liability thereon ;



(d)pay expenses incurred by the insured, in the event of an accident causing bodily injury, sickness or
disease, for such immediate medical and surgical relief to others as shall be imperative at the time of
the accident ;

(e)reimburse the insured for all reasonable expenses, other than loss of earnings, incurred at the
company’s request.

The amounts incurred under this insuring agreement, except settlements of claims and suits, are payable

by the company in addition to the applicable limit of liability of this policy.

lIl. Definition of Insured
The unqualified word “insured” includes (a) the named insured, (b) if residents of his household, his
spouse, the relative of either, and any other person under the age of twenty — one in the care of and
insured, (c) with respect to animals and watercraft owned by an insured, any person or organization legally
responsible therefor, and (d) with respect to farm tractors and trailers and self — propelled or motor or
animal drawn farm implements, any employee of an insured while engaged in the employment of the

insured.

IV. Premises, Business, Residence Employee and Automobile Defined

(a) Premises. The unqualified word “premises” means (1) all premises where the named insured or his
spouse maintains a residence and includes private approaches thereto and other premises and private
approaches thereto for use in connection with said residence, except business property and farms, (2)
individual or family cemetery plots or burial vaults, (3) premises in which an insured is temporarily
residing, if not owned by an insured, and (4) vacant land, other than farm land, owned by or rented to
an insured, including such land on which one or two family dwelling is being constructed for the insured
by independent contractors.

“Business property” includes (1) property on which a business is conducted, and (2) property rented
in whole or in part to others, or held for such rental, by the insured other than (a) the insured’s residence

if rented occasionally or if a two family dwelling usually occupied in part by the insured or (b) garages

or stables, if not more than three car spaces or stalls are so rented or held.

(b) Business. “Business” includes trade, profession or occupation.

(c) Residence Employee. “Residence employee” means an employee of an insured whose duties are
incidental to the ownership, maintenance or use of the premises, including the maintenance or use of
automobiles or teams, or who performs elsewhere duties of a similar nature not in connection with an
insured’s business.

(d) Automobile. “ Automobile” means a land motor vehicle, trailer or semitrailer other than farm tractors

and trailers not subject to motor vehicle registration and farm implements.



V. Policy Period
This policy applies only to occurrences during the policy period which take place with in the
geographical area designated in Iltem 1 of the declarations.
This policy does not apply to any act or omission in connection with premises which are owned, rented or
controlled by the insured and located elsewhere than in the geographical area designated in Item 1 of the

declarations, other than premises in which and insured in temporarily residing, if not owned by an Insured.

EXCLUSIONS

This policy does not apply :

(a) to any business pursuits of an insured, other than activities therein which are ordinarily incident to non—
business pursuits ; or to the rendering of any professional service or the omission thereof ; or to any
act or omission in connection with premises, other than as defined, which are owned, rented or
controlled by an insured;

(b)to (1) automobiles while away from the premises or the ways immediately adjoining, except under
coverage A with respect to operations by independent contractors for non—business purposes of an
insured, (2) watercraft with more than ten horse power or exceeding twenty—five feet in over—all length,
owned by or rented to an insured, while away from the premises, or (3) aircraft, or the loading or
unloading of any of the foregoing ; but with respect to injury sustained by a residence employee while
engaged in the employment of the insured, parts (1) and (2) of this exclusion do not apply, and part
(3) applies only while such employee is engaged in the operation or maintenance of aircraft ;

(c)to injury, sickness, disease, death or destruction caused intentionally by or at the direction of the
insured ;

(d) to bodily injury to or sickness, disease or death of (1) any employee of the insured while engaged in
the employment of the insured, if benefits therefor are either payable or required to be provided under
any workmen’s compensation law ; or (2) any residence employee of the insured while engaged in the
employment of the insured if the insured has in effect on the date of the occurrence a policy providing
workmen’s compensation benefits for such employee ;

(e) under coverage A, to liability assumed by the insured under any contract or agreement except liability
of others assumed under a written contract relating to the premises ;

(f) under coverage A, to injury to or destruction of property used by, rented to or in the care, custody or
control of the insured ;

(g) under coverage B, to bodily injury to or sickness, disease or death of (1) any person while engaged in
his employment if benefits therefore are payable under any workmen’s compensation law ; or (2) any
insured within the meaning of parts (a) and (b) of Insuring Agreement IIl ; or (3) any person, other than
a residence employee, if such person is regularly residing on the premises, or is on the premises

because of a business conducted thereon, or is injured by an accident arising out of such business ;



(h) For any consequence whether direct or indirect of War, Invasion, Act of Foreign Enemy, Hostilities
(whether war be declared or not), Civil War, Rebellion, Revolution, Insurrection or Military or Usurped
Power. No endorsement mow or subsequently attached to this policy shall be construed as overriding

or waiving this limitation.

CONDITIONS

Conditions 1,2,10,11,12 and 13 apply to all coverages

The other conditions apply only to the coverage noted thereunder.

1. Limits of Liability
The limit of liability stated in the declarations for coverage A is the limit of the company’s liability for all

damages, including damages for care and loss of services, arising out of one occurrence.

The limit of liability stated in the declarations for coverage B is the limit of the company’s liability for all
expenses incurred by or on behalf of each person who sustains bodily injury, sickness or disease, including
death resulting therefrom, in any one accident.

The inclusion herein of more than one insured shall not operate to increase the limits of the company’s

liability.

2. Notice of Occurrence
When an occurrence takes place written notice shall be given by or on behalf of the insured to the company

or any of its authorized agents as soon as practicable. Such notice shall contain particulars sufficient to
identify the insured and also reasonably obtainable information respecting the time, place and circumstances

of the occurrence, the names and addresses of the injured and of available witnesses.

3. Notice of Claim or Suit Coverage A
If claim is made or suit is brought against the insured, the insured, shall immediately forward to the company

every demand, notice, summons or other process received by him or his representative.

4. Assistance and Cooperation of the Insured Coverage A
The insured shall cooperate with the company and, upon the company’s request, shall attend hearings and

trials and shall assist in effecting settlements, securing and giving evidence, obtaining the attendance of

witnesses and in the conduct of suits. The insured shall not, except at his own cost, voluntarily make any



payments, assume any obligation or incur any expense other than for such immediate medical and surgical

relief to others as shall be imperative at the time of the accident.

. Medical Reports ; Proof and Payment of Claim Coverage B
As soon as practicable the injured person or someone on his behalf shall give to the company written proof

of claim, under oath if required, and shall, after each request from the company, execute authorization to
enable the company to obtain medical reports and copies of records. The injured person shall submit to
physical examination by physicians selected by the company when and as often as the company may
reasonably require.

The company may pay the injured person or any person or organization rendering the services and such
payment shall reduce the amount payable hereunder for such injury. Payment hereunder shall not constitute

admission of liability of the insured or, except hereunder, of the company.

. Action Against Company Coverage A
No action shall lie against the company unless, as a condition precedent thereto, the insured shall have fully

complied with all the terms of this policy, nor until the amount of the insured’s obligation to pay shall have
been finally determined either by judgment against the insured after actual trial or by written agreement of
the insured, the claimant and the company.

Any person or organization or the legal representative thereof who has secured such judgment or written
agreement shall thereafter be entitled to recover under this policy to the extent of the insurance afforded by
this policy. Nothing contained in his policy shall give any person or organization any right to join the company
as a codefendant in any action against the insured to determine the insured’s liability.

Bankruptcy or insolvency of the insured or of the insured’s estate shall not relieve the company of any of its

obligations hereunder.

. Action Against Company Coverage B
No action shall lie against the company unless, as a condition precedent thereto, there shall have been full

compliance with all the terms of this policy, nor until thirty days after the required proofs of claim have been

filed with the company.

. Other Insurance Coverage A
If the insured has other insurance against a loss covered by this policy the company shall not be liable under

this policy for a greater proportion of such loss than the applicable limit of liability stated in the declaration

bears to the total applicable limit of liability of all valid and collectible insurance against such loss.

Subrogation Coverage A
In the event of any payment under this policy, the company shall be subrogated to all the insured’s rights

of recovery therefor against any person or organization and the insured shall execute and deliver instruments
and papers and do whatever else is necessary to secure such rights. The insured shall do nothing after loss

to prejudice such rights.

10. Changes
Notice to any agent or knowledge possessed by any agent or by any other person shall not effect a waiver
or a change in any part of this policy or estop the company from asserting any right under the terms of this
policy ; nor shall the terms of this policy be waived or changed, except by endorsement issued to form a

part this policy, signed by a duly authorized representative of the company.

. Assighment
Assignment of interest under this policy shall not bind the company until its consent is endorsed hereon.

Death of the named insured terminates this policy unless within sixty days after such death written notice
is given to the company designating a named insured, in which event the person so designated becomes
the named insured from the date of such death. If the person so designated was not an insured at the time
of the death of the named insured, this policy shall apply to such person only with respect to the premises
of the original named insured and those of his spouse, and shall cover as insured, while a resident of said

premises, any person who was an insured prior to the death.

Cancellation
This policy may be canceled by the Policyholder by mailing to the company written notices stating when

thereafter such cancellation shall be effective. This policy may be canceled by the company by mailing to
the Policyholder at the address shown in the policy written notice stating when not less than five days
thereafter such cancellation shall be effective. The mailing of notice as aforesaid shall be sufficient proof
of notice and the effective date and hour of cancellation stated in the notice shall become the end of the
policy period. Delivery of such written notice either by the Policyholder or by the company shall be
equivalent to mailing.

If the Policyholder cancels, earned premiums shall be computed in accordance with the customary short
rate table and procedure. If the company cancels, earned premiums shall be computed pro rata. Premium
adjustment may be made at the time cancellation is effected and, if not then made, shall be made as soon

as practicable after cancellation becomes effective.

The company’s check or the check of its representative mailed or delivered as aforesaid shall be a sufficient

tender of any refund of premium due to the Policyholder.

Declarations
By acceptance of this policy the Policyholder agrees that the statements in the declarations are his

agreements and representations, that this policy is issued in reliance upon the truth of such representations
and that this policy embodies such agreements existing between himself and the company or any of its

agents relating to this insurance.

Residence Employee Endorsement

[t is understood and agreed that the Residence Employee under this policy shall be covered in
accordance with the Republic of Korea Standard Labor Law.
Notwithstanding anything contained herein to contrary, it is hereby understood and agreed that the

following Special Provisions apply ;

1. Territorial Limits : Republic of Korea

2.Medical Payments : It is understood and agreed that the Company’s Liability under this policy

does not include payments of repatriation expenses from the Republic of

Korea.

Fire Legal Liability Endorsement

Notwithstanding the article(f) of Exclusions set forth in the policy, it is understood and agreed that the
company will pay on behalf of the insured all sums, within the limit of liability, which the insured shall
become legally obligated to pay to the duly authorized person for loss of or damage to the property of

other occupied, used, or controlled by the named insured, causes by fire.

Sports Liability Endorsement

It is hereby agreed and declared that the liability coverage afforded under this policy is limited to Bodily
Injuries including death at any time resulting therefrom and/or Medical Payments, and damage to
Property of other (except when used by or in the care, custody or control of the assured ; or damage

caused by fire) sustained by any person or persons caused by accident within the policy term, resulting



from the actual participation by the assured in playing or practicing the game of golf at any golf courses

or practice range wherever located in the Republic of Korea.

Tenant's Liability
Notwithstanding any provision of this policy, it is understood and agreed that on behalf of the insured the
company will pay all sums, within the limit of liability, which the insured shall become legallyto pay to the duly
authorized person for loss of or damage to the building and/or the fixed assets rented to the named insured,

caused by loss or damage covered under this policy.

Millennium Exclusion Clause

It is agreed and understood that otherwise subject to the terms, exclusions, provisions and conditions

contained in the Policy or endorsed thereon, the following shall apply to this insurance:

A. Insurer(s) will not pay for Damage or Consequential Loss directly or indirectly caused by, consisting of, or
arising from, the failure of any computer, data processing equipment or media, microchip, operating
systems, microprocessors (computer chip), integrated circuit or similar device, any computer software, or
any other products, and any services, data or functions that directly or indirectly use or rely upon, in any
manner, any of the items listed above, whether the property of the insured or not, that results from any
actual or alleged failure, malfunction or inadequacy due to inability to correctly recognize, process,

distinguish, interpret or accept any date as its true calendar date.

B. It is further understood that we will not pay for the repair or modification of any part of an electronic data
processing system or its related equipment, to correct deficiencies or features of logic operation.

C. It is further understood that we will not pay for Damage or Consequential Loss arising from the failure,
inadequacy or malfunction of any advice, consultation, design evaluation, inspection, installation,
maintenance, repair or supervision provided or done by Insured or for Insured to determine, rectify or test,

any potential or actual failure, malfunction or inadequacy described in A above.

Such damage or Consequential Loss described in A, B, C above, is excluded regardless of any other cause

that contributed concurrently or in any other sequence.



Exclusion of Terrorism Clause

This endorsement modifies insurance provided under all Coverage Parts :

TERRORISM EXCLUSION

We will not pay for loss or damage caused directly or indirectly by terrorism, including action in hindering or
defending against an actual or expected incident of terrorism. Such loss or damage is excluded regardless
of any other cause or event that contributes concurrently or in any seguence to the loss.

Terrorism means activities against persons, organizations or property of any nature :

1. That involves the following or preparation for the following :

a. Use or threat of force or violence; or
b. Commission or threat of a dangerous act; or
C. Commission or threat of an act that interferes with or disrupts an electronic,

communication, information, or mechanical system; and

2. When one or both of the following applies :
a. The effect is to intimidate or coerce a government or the civilian population or
any segment thereof, or to disrupt any segment of the economy; or
b. It appears that the intent is to intimidate or coerce a government, or to
further political, ideological, religious, social or economic objectives or to

express (or express opposition to) a philosophy or ideology.

Regardless of the amount of damage and losses, in addition to items 1. and 2. above, this Terrorism

Exclusion also applies to any incident of terrorism :

1. That involves the use, release or escape of nuclear materials, or that directly or

indirectly results in nuclear reaction or radioactive contamination; or



2. That is carried out by means of the dispersal or application of pathogenic or poisonous biological or

chemical materials; or

3. In which pathogenic or poisonous biological or chemical materials are released, and it appears that

one purpose of the terrorism was to release such materials.

% Notwithstanding the above, this exclusion not be applied to any bodily injury caused by person
accident risk.

Cyber Risks Exclusion Clause
This policy does not insure loss, damage, destruction, distortion, erasure, corruption or alteration of
ELECTRONIC DATA covered under DATA PROCESSING MEDIA COVERAGE directly or indirectly caused by,

arising from, or consisting of, in whole or in part :

a) any willful access made by third party(ies) (defined as 'willful manipulation of computer(s) whether via

external communication network or not');

b) any computer virus (defined as 'a program which shall manipulate any existing data and/or information

and/or program(s)');

c) the use or misuse of the Internet or similar facility;

d) the functioning or malfunctioning of the Internet or similar facility, or of any Internet address, Website or

similar facility (unless such loss or damage is caused by an earthquake, a fire, a flood, or a storm).

/T Clarification Agreement Clause

Property damage covered under this Agreement shall mean Physical damage to the substance of property
shall not include damage to data or software, in particular any detrimental change in data, software or computer

programs that is caused by a deletion, a corruption or a deformation of the original structure.

Consequently the following are excluded from this Agreement :

Loss or damage to data or software, in particular any detrimental change in data, software or computer

programs that is caused by a deletion, a corruption or a deformation of the original structure, and any business

interruption losses resulting from such loss or damage. Notwithstanding this exclusion, loss or damage to data



or software which is the direct conseguence of insured physical damage to the substance of property shall be

covered.

Loss or damage resulting from an impairment in the function, availability, range of use or accessibility of data,

software or computer programs, and any business interruption losses resulting from such loss or damage.

Cyber Clause

Electronic Data Endorsement A

1. Electronic Data Exclusion

Notwithstanding any provision to the contrary within the policy or any endorsement thereto, it is understood

and agreed as follows :

This policy does not insure, loss, damage, destruction, distortion, erasure, Corruption or alteration of
ELECTRONIC DATA from any cause Whatsoever (including but not limited to COMPUTER VIRUS) of loss of
Use, reduction in functionality, cost, expense of whatsoever nature resulting therefrom, regardless of any other

cause or event contributing concurrently or in any other sequence to the loss.

ELECTRONIC DATA means fact, concepts, and information converted to a form useable for communications,
interruption or processing by electronic and electromechanical data processing or electronically controlled
equipment and includes programmes, software, and other coded instructions for the processing and

manipulation of data or the direction and manipulation of such equipment.

COMPUTER VIRUS means a set of corrupting, harmful or otherwise unauthorized instructions or code including
a set of maliciously introduces unauthorized instructions or code, programmatic or otherwise, that propagate
themselves through a computer system or network of whatsoever nature. COMPUTER VIRUS includes but not

limited to 'Trojan Horses', 'worms' and 'time or logic bombs'.

However, in the event that a peril listed below results from any of the matters described in paragraph a)above,
this Policy subject to all its terms, conditions and exclusions will cover physical damage occurring during this
Policy directly caused by such listed peril.

Listed Perils : Fire , Explosion

2. Electronic Data Processing Media Valuation



Notwithstanding any provision to the contrary within the policy or any endorsement thereto, it is understood

and agreed as follows :

Should electric data processing media insured by this policy suffer physical loss or damage insured by this
Policy, then the basis of valuation shall be the cost to repair, replace or restore such media to the condition
that existed immediately prior to such loss or damage including the cost of reproducing any ELECTRONIC
DATA contained thereon, providing such media is repaired, replaced or restored. Such cost of reproduction
shall include all reasonable and necessary amounts, not to exceed ( ) any one loss, incurred by the assured
in recreating, gathering and assembling such ELECTRONIC DATA. If the media in not repaired, replaced or
restored the basis of valuation shall not be the cost of the blank media. However, this policy does not insure
any amount pertaining to the value of such ELECTRONIC DATA to the Assured or any other party, even if such
ELECTRONIC DATA cannot be created, gathered or assembled.

Electronic Data Endorsement B

1. Electronic Data Exclusion

Notwithstanding any provision to the contrary within the policy or any endorsement thereto, it is understood

and agreed as follows :

This policy does not insure, loss, damage, destruction, distortion, erasure, Corruption or alteration of
ELECTRONIC DATA from any cause Whatsoever (including but not limited to COMPUTER VIRUS) of loss of
Use, reduction in functionality, cost, expense of whatsoever nature resulting therefrom, regardless of any

other cause or event contributing concurrently or in any other sequence to the loss.

ELECTRONIC DATA means fact, concepts, and information converted to a form useable for communications,
interruption or processing by electronic and electromechanical data processing or electronically controlled
equipment and includes programmes, software, and other coded instructions for the processing and
manipulation of data or the direction and manipulation of such equipment.

COMPUTER VIRUS means a set of corrupting, harmful or otherwise unauthorized instructions or code
including a set of maliciously introduces unauthorized instructions or code, programmatic or otherwise, that
propagate themselves through a computer system or network of whatsoever nature. COMPUTER VIRUS

during this Policy directly caused by such listed peril.

Listed Perils : Fire , Lightning



2. Electronic Data Processing Media Valuation

Notwithstanding any provision to the contrary within the policy or any endorsement thereto, it is understood

and agreed as follows :

Should electric data processing media insured by this policy suffer physical loss or damage insured by this
Policy, then the basis of valuation shall be the cost of copying the ELECTRONIC DATA from back—-up or
from originals of a previous generation. These cost will not include research and engineering nor any costs
of recreating, gathering or assembling such ELECTRONIC DATA, if the media is not repaired, replaced or
restored the basis of valuation shall be the cost of the blank media. However, this policy does not insure any
amount pertaining to the value of such ELECTRONIC DATA to the Assured or any other party, even if such
ELECTRONIC DATA cannot be created, gathered or assembled.

Premium/Claim Payment Clause

1. It is understood and agreed that the premiums for this policy shall be paid or returned to the Company /
Policyholder in Won currency applying to the first notified T/T Selling Rate of Exchange by Korea
Exchange Bank.

2. It is further understood and agreed that claim paid shall be paid in Won Currency applying to the first

notified T/T Selling Rate of Exchange by Korea Exchange Bank or the Certificate of Foreign Exchange

equivalent to ( ) currency at the date of loss payment.

2. If the Insurers allege that by reason of this exclusion any Cyber Loss sustained by the Company is not
covered by this insurance agreement, the burden of proving the contrary shall be upon the Company.
Definitions
3. Cyber Loss means all actual or alleged loss, damage, liability, injury, compensation, sickness, disease,
death, medical payment, claim, cost, defence cost, expense or any other amount incurred by or accruing to
the Company, including but not limited to any mitigation cost or statutory fine or penalty, directly or indirectly
caused by, contributed to by, resulting from, arising out of or in connection with any Cyber Incident.
4. Cyber Incident means:
4.1 an unauthorized or malicious act or series of related unauthorized or malicious acts, regardless of time
and place, or the threat or hoax thereof; and/or
4.2 a failure to act, any error or omission or accident or series of related failures to act, errors or omissions
or accidents; and/or
4.3 a breach of duty, statutory duty or regulatory duty or trust or series of related beaches of duty, statutory
duty or regulatory duty or trust;
Involving access to, processing of, use of or operation of any Computer System or any data by any person
or group(s) of persons.
5. Computer System means any computer, hardware, software, information technology and communications
system or electronic device, including any similar system or any configuration of the aforementioned and
including any associated input, output or data storage device, networking equipment of back up facility.
